‘The welfare of the children is paramount’

We welcome to both our nurseries and Out of School Clubs,  children and families from all sections of the community.  Children with additional needs will receive special consideration for places at abc, unless it is not in the individual child’s best interests. ie. If there are particular areas of expertise that we are not able to provide. However, we would seek guidance and support from the Local Inclusion officers and other professionals before any decision is made.  (see also our SEN / Inclusion policy)
Our waiting lists are arranged according to the date of application, date of birth, and any siblings already attending or who may have attended in the past. (There is normally a small charge made to be placed on the waiting list,to cover administration costs) We can only offer places if a vacancy exists for the days and hours requested. Places for children under two years of age are limited by the registering body ofsted, 

to 12 in each setting.
We try to keep a vacant place in each setting for children over two years of age so that we can accommodate emergency admissions if requested.

We try to ensure that the existence of abc nurseries is widely known through advertising and through the WWW on our Website. www.abcchildcarecentre.co.uk  We offer information in written, pictorial and spoken form. We can offer information through sign language or through an interpreter if needed. There are ‘flyers’ with information about both settings which are available on request. We also have a comprehensive brochure which gives a broad picture of the provision along with the necessary information to assist parents and carers.  The information makes clear that we welcome all types of families, and also other relatives and carers including child minders.
We accept children for whole days or parts of a day, 5 days or less.  
However, if a child attends on only one day per week, the length of time between each visit is too long and each visit becomes a new beginning which can be very traumatic to the very young child.  This could be emotionally damaging to a child especially a baby, and they may take longer to settle into care.  We therefore strongly advise parents to allow their child to attend for at least two days per week.  

The hours booked can be according to parent’s and carer’s convenience, if there is a vacancy.  We try to be flexible about attendance patterns to accommodate the needs of the individual children and families. However, children must normally be in attendance for at least two hours prior to lunch time at 12 noon to qualify for the meal without extra charges.
